                                                     Winston -Salem Show Report 
  On September 8th, the Richmond gang went to the contest held in Winston-Salem, NC.  Along for the ride were John

and Scott Holtz.  The trip started off from Chesterfield Hobbies at 7:00 AM on an overcast morning.  In great anticipation 
of the event, feelings were running high of delusions of grandeur. 
  We arrived at around 11:30 after making numerous stops to consume and offload tea, coffee and other various liquid 
refreshments.  Talk of the Civil War, Obama, bailouts, ACORN and Nancy Pelosi were high on the topic list.  John 
Robinson called me on my cell phone to tell me of seeing Lafayette on horseback and numerous old cars that looked like 
they just came off the showroom floor.

  For their contest venue, Winston-Salem has long been using the Christian Life Center of Old Town Baptist Church in 
Winston-Salem for years.  The building is a multi-use facility and it is pretty roomy.  Think of it as being a gym with a PA

Glancing 
around the vendor tables, the vendors were much better this time around than in 2007.  Since I had 15 models to check-
in, I was not able to get to the vendors in time before lunch.  Yes, to my great dismay, I spent not one cent at the vendor 
tables due to judging.  Six of us left around 12:30 to grab a bite to eat and, as if I needed any arm twisting to go. 

They serve great BBQ, ŀƴŘ L ƻǊŘŜǊŜŘ ǘƘŜ άƳŀƴ ǎƛȊŜŘέ ōǳŦŦŜǘ 
plate, complete with slaw, fries and hush puppies.  Mark Fergel got his sandwich with the slaw served on it and was not 
that impressed, but he suffered through the experience like a true survivalist!  After slamming down what seemed like 
about 2 pounds of porky the pig, we went back to the venue.

I judged 
with David Lee and with Chip Jean.  We judged 6 categories, and had a blast doing it. 
  I found that most of the models that we judged were of very nice quality.  There were approximately 473 models as the 
final count, and that is a record for the Winston gang.  I know they were happy that IPMS Richmond pulled everything 
off the shelf that had been built in the past two years.  The awards were made by the chapter and well received.  
Everyone that entered something won.  Scott Holtz got an award for his only entry, a sci-fi genre category.  Mark Elder

  Yours truly did well in the armor categories, taking first in Axis closed-top which was split to StuG and Assault vehicles 
as well as the armored car and open top Axis with my StuG III Ausf G, AB-41 and Panzer III Ausf N entries.  Sadly 
however, a brand new 1/72nd scale A1-H Skyraider that I completed the night before did not make the cut.  I lost out to
